shelter site 
 

The YWCA has agreed to purchase a new 

site for the YWCA Salem Outreach Shelter 

for homeless families. After a failed year-

long attempt in 2006 to purchase a nursing 

home in north Salem to increase capacity 

for our shelter, another nursing home in 

central Salem has surfaced as a viable site.  

The former St. Rita nursing home at 2933 

Center Street NE has been purchased by 

developer Larry Tokarski. The 25,000+ 

square foot building will be shared by 

Catholic Community Services and the 

YWCA.  A new HVAC system, roof and 

significant remodeling is already underway 

in preparation for both groups to move into 

the building. 
 

Catholic Community Services will occupy 

the front half of the building for their 

Independent Living Program for youths 

aging out of foster care. Several case 

managers for other programs will also be 

housed at the site. The YWCA will occupy 

the back 10,800 square foot space, which 

will increase capacity from the current 10 

to 15 family rooms.  The YWCA space 

also has a large professional kitchen, 

dining and living room areas, four offices 

and a playroom that will be occupied 

during the day by a Community Action 

Agency Headstart program for children in 

homeless shelters, including SOS.  All of 

the rooms are much larger than those at the 

current shelter, and most have shared bath 

space. The property is completely 

sprinklered for fire safety.  In addition, a 

small 500 square foot building attached to 

the property will serve as a laundry room 

and a space to sort and manage donations. 
 

This is truly a dream come true for the 

YWCA. The shelter began looking for  

additional space years ago as the need for 

housing homeless families continued to 

rise and waiting lists grew. The new rooms 

will be more spacious, safe and 

comfortable for the residents and staff.  

Support from the community is needed to 

complete the project and prepare rooms for 

occupancy. 

 

new broadway 

building changes look 

of area  
 

Our new YWCA building on Broadway, 

between Market and Gaines Streets, is 

taking shape. People are calling every day 

with comments on how excited they are to 

see such a great addition to a once almost 

vacant lot. With 55 units of housing, retail 

space and 12,500 square feet of YWCA 

office and program space, the building is a 

unique project, and the first of three that 

will be completed by 2010. 

 

The YWCA has raised almost $1.8 million 

toward our Looking Forward, Reaching 

Out Capital Campaign goal of $2.7 

million, which will cover building costs, 

program initiatives in the new building, 

and outfitting the new YWCA Salem 

Outreach Shelter homeless family project 

off Center Street.  Recent grants include 

$50,000 from the Ann and Bill Swindells 

Charitable Trust and the Juan Young Trust. 

The YWCA Salem Outreach Shelter is 

preparing for a late September move to 

their new building and the YWCA 

headquarters move-in date is just after the 

first of the year, 2008.  
 

We need to raise matching funds in the 

amount of $200,000 in order to receive our 

$240,000 Meyer Memorial Trust grant.  

The YWCA’s goal is to completely pay for 

the building before we move in so that 

none of our operating funds will be used to 

pay building debt. If you haven’t made a 

gift to our campaign, now is the time to do 

so!

“Thank you for being there for me. 
Without the support I received from 
the YWCA Resource Assistance 
Program I would still be using. 
Without your faith and belief in me, I 
would be a lost soul.”  
 

When Jill (not her real name) came to the 

YWCA in 2003, she was single and 

homeless. Jill had a history of 30 + years of 

cocaine and physical abuse. She entered the 

lobby with two black eyes filled with 

desperation and fear. As a child Jill and her 

younger sister were abused emotionally and 

sexually by several family members. Jill 

absorbed the pain and escaped through drug 

use and reckless behavior. She floated from 

city to city, relationship to relationship, 

looking for her next fix. 

 

The YWCA Resource Assistance Program 

(RAP) advocated for Jill, including 

community referrals, financial resources, 

outpatient care, social security and stable 

housing. Jill was accepted in a Housing 

Urban Development (HUD) apartment and 

began the long road of recovery. In 2006 

Jill was still struggling with her sobriety 

when her younger sister reintroduced 

cocaine and prescription drugs into her life. 

Tragically, her sister was found dead under 

the Marion Street Bridge. Cause of death- 

overdose.  

 

Jill recommitted herself to become clean 

and sober and contacted the YWCA for 

their positive support and advocacy. Jill is 

currently in an outpatient drug treatment 

program and remains in stable housing.

The father had battled drugs 

and had successfully completed a treatment 

program in the past and was trying to work.  

His employer was drug and alcohol addicted, 

and many times “Barry” would not be able to 

work with him due to these issues.  This “hit 

and miss” approach at work was not bringing 

in a stable income and caused the family to 

lose their housing.  They came to SOS feeling 

very low and hopeless.  After a short time, 

“Barry” applied for and got a new job.  It was 

full time and for a local company.  A short 

time later “Susan” got a job as a waitress.  

The hours are long and sometimes go late into 

the night but she is thankful to be employed.  

They started saving money in the shelter’s 

savings program.  After a few months, they 

had saved almost $2,000!  With this cushion 

to help them in the lean times, they moved 

out into their own home.  We have heard 

from them many times since they moved and 

they are still doing well.
